e apply knowledge and understanding of film through either filmmaking or screenwriting.

Assessment

Internal assessment takes place throughout the course, and in line with the school’s assessment policy. For the award of the qualification, this
linear A level from Eduqas is examined by examination at the end of Year 13 and by the production of a folder of non-examined assessment
(coursework). There are two examined papers, and a non-examined assessment component:

Component 1 (35%) — Varieties of Film and Filmmaking
Component 2 (35%) — Global Filmmaking Perspectives

Component 3 (30%) — Production (screenplay, digital storyboard and evaluative analysis)
